Our state of the art underwater treadmill is an 
essential tool in rehabilitation after neurologic 
or orthopedic injury.  It also plays a large role 
in maintaining strength and mobility in elderly 
dogs, overweight patients and animals with 
degenerative conditions.  Even patients who are 
normally nervous about getting wet enjoy their 
time in the underwater treadmill! 

Rehabilitation helps animals regain balance, 
strength and functional mobility after an injury, 
surgery or illness has left them disabled, weak 
or painful.    Rehabilitation is also great for 
animals with chronic conditions such as arthritis, 
degenerative myelopathy and hip or elbow 
dysplasia.  Staff members trained in rehabilitation 
are able to teach you basic at-home techniques, 
and are able to work with pets individually on 
advanced techniques during hospital stays or 
outpatient visits.

Dr. Bonnie Wright and Dr. Jessica Rychel offer 
acupuncture as outpatient treatment or as 
inpatient therapy for hospitalized patients. 
Medical acupuncture can be used for pain 
management and  other conditions, including 
in¯ammatory bowel disease, renal failure, 
epilepsy and many others.
